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In 2002, this scholarship was established to honor the memory of the David Roberts Family who was killed in a plane crash in 1992 by Leroy (a retired C-FB ISD teacher) and Erma Roberts, and Kathy Shelton, a C-FB ISD Content Mastery Teacher at Ted Polk Middle School.

On December 24, 2002, Kathy Shelton died as a result of complications from surgery.  
At that time, the Roberts asked that the name be changed to honor their daughter Kathy along with David and his family.  

A C-FB ISD team member for 22 years (taught at Carrollton Elementary and Ted Polk Middle School), Kathy was instrumental in establishing this scholarship because she was a life-long learner who was working on her doctorate in special education at the University of North Texas.  She influenced the lives of many students and staff and received honors for her work as a Content Mastery teacher, including ATPE’s [Association of Texas Professional Educators) Secondary Teacher of the Year for 2001-02 and Outstanding Teaching Award from the Council for Learning Disabilities in 2001, an honor presented to only 8 teachers nationally.

This scholarship will continue Kathy’s legacy as well as her influence on the C-FB ISD team and students.  The scholarship will allow the C-FB ISD Educational Foundation to keep the memory of David and his family as well as Kathy alive.

Scholarship Criteria 
1. Applicant must be a current teacher in the Carrollton-Farmers Branch ISD and must have been a teacher in the Carrollton-Farmers Branch ISD for a minimum of three years.

2. Applicant must be working toward a master’s degree or a doctorate in special education and/or working toward a special education certification through a university teacher certification program.

3. Financial circumstances will be considered but will not be an overriding, determining factor in the recipient selection.
